An exit exam, is known as a graduation or comprehensive exam, is an
assessment administered to students at the end of their academic program
to determine whether they have met the required learning outcomes and are

eligible for graduation.

Program Learning Outcomes (PLOs):

Program Learning Outcomes, also known as Learning Objectives or
Educational Outcomes, are statements that describe the knowledge, skills,
and values that students are expected to acquire or demonstrate as a result
of completing a particular educational program or course. These outcomes
are a crucial component of curriculum design and assessment, and they
serve as a guide for educators, students, and other stakeholders to

understand what a program or course aims to achieve.

Graduates:

Male and female students expected to graduate in all undergraduate
programs or any other academic program.

Academic Program:

A set of courses and practical elements leading a student to award of an

academic degree upon successful completion.

Course:
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Scientific content in one of the fields, which constitutes a set of knowledge

and skills based on appropriate teaching strategies and evaluation tools. It

helps achieve the goals and learning outcomes of the program.

Academic Qualification:

A degree awarded to a student upon the completion of an integrated program

such as the bachelor’s degree.

<+ The exam time should not be less than 120 minutes and not more
than 180 minutes.

<+ The exam questions are to be in MCQ, with answer duration of each
question 1 - 1.5 minute.

+ The exam date shall be announced at least one month in advance.

< The exam questions should be clear and precisely defined.
