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This course is concerned with the principles applied and actions taken in the workplace
and the boardroom. At the same time, since business practice is inseparable from the
rest of human life, Business Ethics has to take account of the well-being of human society
and the natural environment. Through research, case studies, class presentations, and
guest speakers, students will be introduced to the contemporary issues of ethics, morality
and social responsibility that face the business community. As a business ethics course it
explores the connection between personal conduct, work-related behavior, and the
challenges afforded by working relations in the marketplace and the business
environment.
