The course aims at introducing students to English basic sentence structures and expanding
students’ understanding of grammatical parts of speech, subject-verb agreement, types of
sentences and modifiers. In addition to, providing extensive training on sentence writing and
structure as a preparation for upcoming writing courses.

Among other things, the course involves parts of speech, tenses, subject-verb agreement,
types of sentences (including simple, compound and complex), various types of modifiers, as
well as transitional expressions.
